 The 46th annual "String Fling" is being sponsored by the Kansas State Music Department and 

Manhattan Youth Symphony.  "String Fling" is a festival for 7th and 8th grade students.  Clinician for 

the 7th grade Orchestra (7A) Michael Arbucci of Kansas City, the clinician for the 8th grade Orchestra 

will be Michelle Davis of Liberty Missouri.   

 The dates for "String Fling" are Saturday and Sunday, January 19 and 20, 2019.  This year over 

600 students will attend this festival.

  Don't forget to bring your instrument back to Beloit (it happens!).
